	Stretch: Allonby to Whitehaven (36 km)
· 11th April 2014  - Formal commencement of coastal access rights
· The approved route has been subject to ‘rollback’ between Allonby and Maryport. The route was previously aligned on the seaward side of the road, but this section of coast was badly affected by the 2013/14 winter storms. The route will now move and make use of the recently opened Hadrian’s Wall cycleway that runs on the landward side of the road. 

· Owners and occupiers of land affected by this re-alignment have now been notified.
